3) If enrolled at an institution other than The University of Alabama, submit verification of enrollment of courses in progress at the time of application for
promotion. Example: A computer generated print out from the institution showing the student is enrolled in the course(s). For fall promotion, provide
proof of enrollment for the current spring and summer semesters.

4) Submission of this completed application for promotion to the upper division of the nursing program by June 15, 2012.
Additional requirements for students offered promotion:

1) ALL lower division coursework must be successfully completed with a grade of C- or better prior to the student enrolling in upper division courses.
Failure to complete a lower division course with a grade of C- or better will result in the promotion being denied.

2) If you are enrolled in courses at an institution other than The University of Alabama, you must submit a grade report to ONSS showing satisfactory
completion (C- or better) of those courses prior to the first day of upper division and send your transcripts to The University of Alabama Office of the

Registrar. Failure to provide the grade report to ONSS will result in disqualification from the entering the upper division nursing program.

3) Those students offered summer promotion are required to attend upper division orientation on August 20, 2012. This is a mandatory meeting so
please plan accordingly.

If enrolled at an institution other than The University of Alabama,
attach verification from that institution.
